Introduction 1 – The New Zealand Rugby Union (NZRU) is an incorporated society. 
Approximately 80 people are employed (excluding contracted players and support 
personnel associated with teams) at the NZRU's headquarters in Wellington, New 
Zealand. These roles cover management of national teams (including the All Blacks), 
administration of national competitions, and participation in international 
competitions including test matches and assisting community rugby throughout the 
country.   
 
The NZRU’s values are aligned to guardianship of the jersey, which centres around the 
philosophy of Whakapapa and more recently around the broader concept of 
environment. The NZRU has and continues to become increasingly aware of the 
impacts their operations have upon the natural environment, most notably, the 
frequency and scale of teams’ international travel and associated emissions.  
 
Achieving CEMARS certification is the beginning for the NZRU. The organisation feels 
a distinct sense of responsibility to reduce the impact of its operations, where practical, 
and to encourage the wider rugby community to do the same. Increasingly, there is 
also a commercial expectation upon the NZRU by current and potential sponsors to be 
‘doing the right thing’ for communities and the environment.

The NZRU’s total emissions for 
this period were 6117.13 tonnes carbon dioxide equivalents (CO2e) comprising 165.03 
tonnes CO2e Scope 1, 45.71 tonnes CO2e Scope 2 and 5906.39 tonnes CO2e Scope 3 
emissions. 
 
GHG emissions source exclusions  – International road freight, rail travel and 
coach travel have been excluded due to data quality issues. They are deemed de 
minimis. Air conditioning refrigerants have also been excluded. This is because the 
NZRU Head Office building is leased and the air conditioning units are owned and 
controlled by the building owner.
